Shri Mukesh Ambani.  These could be 

controversial things for many and there could be 

hot discussions but for Ambanis, some values are 

beyond any discussions and nonnegotiable. 

Here is a case 

Reliance had invested about Rs 50 crores in 

Delight stores dealing in non- vegetarian food 

items. There were already 25 stores of chain in 11 

states and there were plans to increase stores to 

1000. Profit margins on non-vegetarian items was 

@ 20 to 25 % whereas in Vegetarian items stores 

were @ 10 to 15%. However, many consumers, 

shareholders   and investors objected the 
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vegetarian Ambanis to go in Non -vegetarian 

items sales only for business motives.  

As a result, Reliance decided to completely exit 

from non-Vegetarian food sales and wrote off 

investment in Delight. This was keeping in mind 

the customers It was also a clear signal that 

business decisions remain un-separable from an 

individual’s dietary and lifestyle choices. 

Traditions and culture and ethos of Mr. Mukesh 

Ambani prevailed over economic, Finance and 

commercial considerations.

When we look around, we realize that the pan-

demic has multiplied the needs, concerns, 

worries and needs of the aging parents. Many 

parents faced the brunt of Covid 19 all alone and 

survived…and some could not. The ‘caregivers’ of 

fortunate parents are there with them…perhaps, 

this is the right context to deliberate that being a 

‘family caregiver’ is one of the most difficult jobs 

and one that nearly everyone will have at some 

point?  

“There are only four kinds of people in the 

world. Those who have been caregivers. Those 

who are currently caregivers. Those who will be 

caregivers and those who will need a caregiver.” 

– Rosalyn Carter, Former First Lady of the United 

States. 

In 2005, David Foster Wallace in his 

commencement speech to the graduating class 

argued against ‘unconsciousness’ (the state of 

being uninformed, not being awake), the default 

setting (can choose to look at anything in life 

http://www.newyorker.com/talk/2008/09/29/080929ta_talk_treisman
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differently than the default setting) and the rat 

race…and shared the parable - ‘This is water’ –  

 

“There are these two young fish swimming along 

and they happen to meet an older fish swimming 

the other way, who nods at them and says 

"Morning, boys. How's the water?" And the two 

young fish swim on for a bit, and then eventually 

one of them looks over at the other and goes 

"What the hell is water?” 

 

He mentioned that the most obvious, important 

realities are often the ones that are hardest to 

see and talk about....the fact is that we tend to 

overlook the obvious and take things nearly for 

granted. 

 

According to Wallace, the real value of our 

education, which has almost nothing to do with 

the knowledge we acquire, and everything to do 

with simple awareness - awareness of what is so 

real and essential…hidden in plain sight all 

around us, all the time, that we have to keep 

reminding ourselves over and over – This is 

water. This is water.

I went to buy 
a 500 gm 
bottle of 

sauce from 
my grocer. I 
was his 
regular 

customer and he knew that normally I take a month 
to consume the contents. I took the bottle, paid for 
it and came home. Back home, as per my practice, I 
checked the MRP, date of packaging and expiry. I 
observed that the expiry period was just a week 

ahead. It meant that after the first week, I would 
have consumed stale/expired sauce for the next 
three weeks. As such whether the action of the 
grocer in this transaction was ethical. He might say 

that his action was legal and ethical because the 
sauce was within the expiry period as on the date of 
sale. However since he very well knew that it was 
my month's intake, his action despite being legal 

was definitely unethical. 
Hence it will be seen that  
every unethical action may not be illegal. But every 
illegal action is certainly unethical. 
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The concept of ethics, however, is just not confined 

to legality or otherwise. It has a much finer and 
deeper meaning. I will cite another example in this 
regard. 
A street acrobat after his performance was moving 

among the crowd collecting money given by the 
viewers. A person standing in the third floor balcony 
of the adjacent building threw/tossed a coin to this 
man. He thankfully picked it up and moved ahead. 
But this incident triggered my thinking. Whether the 

behaviour of the person in throwing a coin was 
ethical. Agreed that coming all the way down from 
the third floor (with or without lift) was rather 
difficult. The acrobat, too, did not mind the tossing 

of the coin in this manner. He was not a beggar and 
even if he were so, such a behaviour could not be 
justified. It certainly hurts the dignity of a person as 
a human being. Therefore here again the behaviour 

of the person, though not illegal, was definitely 
unethical. 
It will thus be realised that ethics is not just 
superficial but it is a deep rooted aspect. Then, what 
is the litmus test to decide whether the behaviour is 

ethical or not. The most appropriate test would be 
to see how we react if such a kind of behaviour is 
meted out to us. If it hurts us, diminishes our 
integrity and self-respect, it would certainly be 

unethical. As such let us strive to ensure that we 
don't indulge in such a kind of action or behaviour.

Famous Management Scientist Douglas 

McGregor had propounded leadership theories

Making a difficult Job Easy 

Dismantling the press was a mammoth and 

complicated task. 

Before beginning the work of dismantling the 

8000 ton capacity press, we had a meeting along 

with Nagase and Honda regarding the coloured 

markings to be made on the press machine so 

that matching the coloured lines drawn on the 

press would make its reassembly in India much 

easier. 

The entire process of dismantling the press was 

neatly explained to me by Yamasaki. He divided 

the press machine into four major categories – 

the bottom frame of the press including the 

hydraulic cushion cylinder along with the bolster 

plate; four round steel columns threaded at both 

the ends along with heavy type big size nuts 

which were supporting the entire press; the 
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upper frame of the press; and other electrical 

and hydraulic mechanisms of the press. 

The entire assembly was closely made by 

assembling the number of parts, properly tied to 

each other with the help of big sized hexagonal 

nuts fitted on the threaded diameters of the 

steel round columns at the top and bottom of 

the press. 

When I saw the sectional drawing of the press, I 

could imagine the amount of work involved in 

dismantling the parts from which the complete 

press was made. The press also had a separate 

hydraulic power pack and separate electrical 

panels. 

Yamasaki explained to me in detail the 

importance of making appropriate color 

markings on the press machine before 

dismantling it. 

There was an open discussion between us 

regarding the methodology to be adopted for 

colored markings on the press. 

In the beginning, I had suggested using black 

color for drawing lines at different places on the 

press and numbering them serially such as 1-1, 2-

2, 3-3 etc. 
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But Yamasaki being an expert at meticulous 

planning came up with a great idea after 

thoroughly going over the dismantling and 

reassembly process and suggested that for 

making markings on different major assemblies 

of the part, different colours should be used for 

different sections so that the identification of the 

same in India would be easier and quicker. 

He further added that the lines drawn on 

different sections of the press should vary in 

width, which would make our work in India even 

easier. 

After a lot of detailed discussions, the color-

coding plan was finalized and put on paper with 

clear instructions regarding the methodology to 

be adopted while using colour-coding and 

different widths for marking lines on different 

sections of the press. 

On the next day, the entire colour coding system 

drawn on paper was thoroughly explained to one 

of the skilled mechanics to avoid chances of any 

mistakes. 

Needless to say, along with the mechanic, I too 

contributed in implementing the colour coding 

on the press as planned, which made my job of

reassembling the dismantled press in India much 

easier than I had thought. 

I truly appreciate the in-built mentality of the 

Japanese to make any difficult job easy, which as 

per my opinion is one of the secrets of their ‘Zero 

Defect’ achievement. 

During my entire stay in Japan while working on 

the assignment, I also learnt about the 

importance of ‘KAIZEN’ (Continuous 

Improvement), which was the real basis of 

achieving ‘Zero Defect’ quality standards in 

Japan. 

Meticulously planning minute details of work, 

which is the in-built nature of the Japanese goes 

a long way in making a difficult job easy.
